Commentary Update

e now have almost all of the commentaries in

house, and have begun editing them in earnest. So
far, Jeremy has completed a first draft edit on Matthew
and Mark. This involves checking the length, grammar,
punctuation, spelling, style rules, Greek usage, outline
flow and Bible reference accuracy. I've done an exegeti-
cal/theological edit on Matthew 1-19. There’s a long way
to go!

This is a huge undertaking. This book will be at least
five times longer than any book we've yet done. It will
probably be around 1200 big two-column pages. In addi-
tion, since it is a commentary, this material requires even
more care in editing. With our small staff, this is quite a
challenge. Jeremy and I will be doing most of the editing
work.

Concerning the commentary fund, we took in
$2700 for the first six months of this fiscal year (June-
Dec). We are scheduled to print near the end of 2006,
and will need approximately $18,300 more between now
and then. We appreciate your prayers on this important
