I’ve spoken twice before at Pastor Freddy Cortez’s
church. This was my first time in their new loca-

tion. Freddy is Filipino and so are most of the people
in his wonderfully friendly church.

My Mom was able to go with me since their
services run from 2:00 till 5:00. This was the first
time she’d heard me speak in 8 to 10 years! 

During the Q & A time from 4 till 5, Mom
actually raised her hand and encouraged the people
in the church. She also said that I had improved
since the last time she heard me speak! She thinks
I’m the next Billy Graham. 

I spoke on the natural, spiritual, and carnal peo-
ple from 1 Cor 2:14-3:3. The message was well
received and the Q & A time later was excellent. I
really love these people. They are so loving. 

We are making plans to offer residence classes
starting in the Fall of 2007. We will need

$200,000 per year to make that happen. Is that pos-
sible? 

The board believes it is. Our support team, you
people, have enabled us to do remarkable things to
this point. A school is much needed and would serve
the Grace movement’s need of a trained new genera-
tion of leaders. 

Our aim is to become accredited within five
years of our starting residence classes next Fall. But,
to do that, we need one full-time administrator and
four full-time faculty with earned doctorates. And
that in turn will cost a fair amount of money, far
more than our current budget would allow. 

We are looking for 200 churches and individuals
to commit to $1,000 each per year. Many of you are
already fully committed and we understand that. We
ask everyone to pray and those who can give to let us
know of your plan to be one of the two hundred. 

Thank you for your generous support of this
ministry. Together we are making a great difference
as our publications, conference, and now our school
of theology, all show.
