Abraham and Sarah again lie
and deceive a king. The king of Gerar, Abimelech, shows he
knows what happened to Sodom and why. And he claims
that his is a righteous nation (v 4). God does not destroy
Gerar (implying Abimelech is correct), and after the king
returns Sarah, he opens the wombs of the women of Gerar.
A clear lesson for Israel and for us is that God is control
of everything, including conception. Idolatry in that day cen-
tered on fertility.Yet the one true God is He who opens and
closes wombs. A prime example will be the coming birth of
the miracle son, Isaac, which follows in Genesis 21. (And,
of course, his miraculous birth is a type of the even more
miraculous birth of the Messiah two millennia later.)
