I covered Genesis 34: Dinah’s brothers killed the 
Canaanites. Though Simeon and Levi used deception 
and possibly killed many more than were warranted 
by the offense Shechem committed against their sister, 
they are examples of how Israel should have dealt with 
the Canaanites. Israel was not to intermarry with 
the pagans in the Promised Land. The nation was to 
destroy the Canaanites. 

Jacob is not pictured in a good light in this account. 
He is rather passive and allows his son to take charge. 
Then when Simeon and Levi kill the Canaanites, his 
concern is not that they displeased God, but that they 
displeased the people of the land. He feared the destruc-
tion of his family, yet God had already promised that 
would not happen. 

In the Lord’s Supper meeting I taught on 1  Thess 
4:13-18.
