Our fiscal year runs from July 1 through June 30. The 
first five months have been reasonably good, especially 
considering the economy. We ended November behind 
budget (-$26,000). 

We typically take in about 25% of our annual revenue 
in December. Based on our current budget of $394,840, 
that would mean we’d take in $98,710 in December if 
there are lots of year-end gifts. If that were to happen 
this month, we would get ahead of budget and then 
we might end our fiscal year (in June 2015) on budget. 
Normally the second half of fiscal year is well below 
budget. So we rely on the Lord and His people for a good 
December.
